History 200: Introduction to Historical Interpretation

Negotiations and Exploitations in Early Modern England.

Course Description: 

In this class we will be looking at wide view of a people’s history of England (approx. 1550-1700), focusing on the kinds of voices and representations which worked together, in varying degrees, to make up a popular cultural landscape. We begin by looking at the voices of the Kings, Queens, and Polemicists, and considering the implication of religious and political turmoil (the Civil Wars, the Sectarian splintering, the Regicide, the Interregnum, and the Restoration. These major political, polemical, and ecclesiastical shifts certainly changed the way in which people obeyed, thought, and prayed; but a great deal of living, loving, cheating, and killing happened apart from the . we will consider all of the wonderfully wicked texts which slouched alongside elite cultures: salacious and scandalous stories of monsters and murderers, witches, wild women, prophets, con-men, drunkards, and smokers,who really embodied the anxieties of the early English landscape. We will look into opinions of the inside of the early English body, with texts on medicine and midwifery, into the minds of those supporting and detracting the education of women. We will also look at the reports published about the bodies encountered, bolstered and destroyed by colonial impulse.

Course Objectives

As with many 200-level classes, History 200: Negotiations and Exploitations in Early Modern England will cover a wide range of genres and topics, but will do so within the purview of studying the kinds of published texts the greatest number of people has access to and in interest in England the period from 1550-1700. This course uses published primary textual documents, many of which were recently considered archival, to encourage critical analysis on and detailed digital interpretation and concise and original writing on what amounts to a popular people’s history.

This course will provide students with access to popular and cutting edge digital techniques derived from Digital Humanities projects like Zotero and UIUC’s own Seasr, and may include digital mapping, word clouds, features lists, ngrams and trigrams and will be encouraged to use these techniques to look for linguistic and thematic overlap and evolution inside individual texts we will be studying and across the corpus. The work we are doing in this class in facilitated by the massive scanning of Early English texts done by Early English Books Online (EEB0) and Proquest and keyboarding on many of those texts by the Text Creation Project (TCP), providing us a electronic anthology of texts which would only otherwise be available as extracts, in critical edition, or on microfilm. We will be using electronic copies of these texts.

In order to access the text we will be using, as well as some of the resources we will be using to analyze them, this class require basic computer literacy, an internet connection, a familiarity with the library resources, such as EEBO and the Women Writers Online (WWO) project. In order to participate in this class you must able to bring an electronic copy of the readings (on a lap top or personal electronic device) or a print out of those readings. In order to conduct your research, you must be willing to familiarize yourself with digital tools, such as those visualization tools found at Many Eyes (http://manyeyes.alphaworks.ibm.com/manyeyes/) and Wordle (http://www.wordle.net/) the data analysis tools found at Tapor (http://portal.tapor.ca/portal/portal) and Voyeur (http://voyeur.hermeneuti.ca/) and Seasr (http://seasr.org/). Please add these to your book marks right away. You will also be asked to instal Zotero and sign up for a Wikipedia account in the first week of class.

You will be asked to use one or more digital tools to conduct research for your class papers in hopes that they will facilitate new discovery. You will be asked to write up a review and findings for simultaneous submission to professor and tool makers.

You are expected to arrive with a number of questions in hand or observations you would like to make, which will facilitate discussion. You will also also be expect to assist your class members if they have difficulties. 

Final Paper/ Wiki entry

This is a final research paper which will be simultaneously submitted to the professor and on wikipedia. It is meant to be a clearly written, well researched, and comprehensive paper on one of the texts we had read in class, but which does not appear in wikipedia. It should follow the guidelines here: http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Wikipedia:Featured_article_criteria
Any submission which becomes a featured article while retaining 80% of the students own content will receive a retroactive A+ if it has not already received that grade.

Students who are uncomfortable sharing their work online or who wish to submit a traditional 3000 page research paper which may reconsider and rewrite the most persuasive parts of their short paper may do so. Students may also wish to write well researched essays such as “The Portrayal of Women as victims of Murder in tract and Ballad” or “the Role of animal monsters and prophesiers,” or “Beans and Leaves: Coffee House Cultures and Stimulates.” all work will require research in primary and secondary sources. Extra Credit will be given to students who chose to submit papers which work as and are submitted as encyclopedia entries and as academic articles

Academic Integrity—Preamble

In order to preserve the integrity of our courses and insure that honest efforts by students are not cheapened by the cheating of others, the Department of History sets out its definition of plagiarism and it policies and procedures concerning this abuse. The definition, policies, and procedures are in accord with University of Illinois standards as stated in the Student Code, Article 1, Part 41. All faculty and students should read this key document.

Preamble

(a) The University has the responsibility for maintaining academic integrity so as to protect the quality of education and research on our campus and to protect those who depend upon our integrity. It is the responsibility of the student to refrain from infractions of academic integrity, from conduct that may lead to suspicion of such infractions, and from conduct that aids others in such infractions. It is the responsibility of the faculty to establish and maintain an environment that supports academic integrity. An essential part of this faculty responsibility is the enforcement of existing standards of academic integrity. If faculty members do not discourage and act upon violations of which they become aware, respect for those standards is undermined. Faculty members should provide students with a clear statement of their expectations concerning academic integrity. In these regulations, “faculty” includes an instructor or authorized staff member who supervises any academic endeavor.

(b) Students have been given notice of this rule by virtue of its publication. Regardless of whether a student has actually read this rule, a student is charged with knowledge of it. Ignorance of a rule is never a defense.

(c) This rule applies to course-based infractions by both undergraduate and graduate students, except as noted under § 1‑404. It does not apply to infractions of academic integrity in organized research (which includes funded research, research intended for publication, work performed as a research assistant, or theses and dissertations). Infractions committed as part of organized research activities are addressed by the campus Policy and Procedures on Academic Integrity in Research and Publication. Such infractions committed by graduate students are governed by the Bylaws of the Graduate College. Most of the definitions stated in § 1‑402 below were adapted from a model code of academic integrity found in 8 School Law Journal 55 (1978).

Definition of Plagiarism

Plagiarism is representing the words or ideas of another as one’s own.  Submitting papers not written by the student is only the most blatant form of plagiarism.  Plagiarism also includes, but is not limited to: copying another student’s work in exams, papers, or other exercises; inappropriate collaboration with another student; and verbatim copying, close paraphrasing, pasting in, or recombining published materials, including materials from the internet, without appropriate citation. For examples of plagiarism, see Article 1, Part 4.

Recommended Penalty for Plagiarism

Faculty should refer to Article 1, Part 4, 1-403, for the range of penalties considered appropriate in cases of plagiarism.  The penalty to be exacted is at the discretion of the instructor.  However, it is recommended that in serious cases without mitigating circumstances, the student receive a failing grade for the course.  In the light of an increased level of plagiarism due to the ease of copying from the internet, it is hoped that the severity of the penalty will act as a deterrent. Whatever course of action an instructor chooses, that instructor must follow the procedures prescribed in 1-404.  The Department of History also requires that whenever a penalty is enforced, instructors are to document the case with a formal letter to be inserted in the student’s file.  This will alert future instructors that the student has a track record of plagiarism.
